For manufacturing reasons, the glass surface may be uneven within 
the criteria ranges. Please accept any reflection distortion that falls within the product’s criteria 
ranges.

● Natural wood parts
Some parts of the product are made of natural wood.
Natural wood has natural grain patterns, knots, and fine scratches on it. The surface finish and 
grain on the natural wood parts differ between individual parts. The natural wood parts may have 
minor cracks, warps, or twists, and they may vary in dimension, which are common features of 
natural wood. Please be advised that we are unable to accept any request to replace the whole or 
parts of the product for these reasons. Please also note that, compared to parts made of other 
materials, natural wood parts are harder to remove stains from, more vulnerable to scratches, and 
less resistant to chemicals, moisture, and dryness, and that wood grain may resemble stains. These 
characteristics are outweighed by the distinctive texture of natural wood, which deserves 
appreciation.

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Before Installation
Before installation, please refer to “Product Dimension Diagram” (page 9) to decide where to install the 
product. Also please have a 10 mm wrench or a #3 or #2 Phillips screwdriver close at hand, which will be 
necessary for the installation.

[Where to attach the mirror unit and dryer hook(s)]
Regarding the AY-M2AA + AY-F2AA* single-sided standing mirror, the mirror unit can be mounted either to the 
left or to the right of the base. When the product is shipped, the dryer hook is attached to the right side of the 
base as seen from the front, but the dryer hook is removable and can be attached to the left side. Ask the 
customer which side the mirror unit and the dryer hook should be mounted on, and attach them accordingly 
when installing the product.

Putting up the Product
* Please note that the illustrations shown in this “Putting up the Product” section are those for the 

single-sided standing mirror, but the steps to putting up the double-sided standing mirror are the same.

Ask the 
customer which side of the base the mirror unit should be mounted on and install the product accordingly. If 
the mirror unit is mounted to the right of the base and needs to be changed to the left of the base, or vice 
versa, simply rotate the entire product 180° as seen from above.

With the supplied four hexagon head bolts (M6 × 35) and four 
washers (OD 25 × ID 6.5 × t 1.5), bolt the mirror unit to the base. 
Turn the bolts clockwise to tighten them.

When the product is shipped, the dryer hook is bolted to the right 
side of the base as seen from the front. Turn the bolts 
counterclockwise to remove them. Then (with the bolts that you 
have just removed), attach the dryer hook to the other side of the 
base. Turn the bolts clockwise to tighten them.
Note: Be careful not to tighten the bolts with excessive force. If you 
do, they will turn idly.

Inspection after installation

⇒ If any of the legs are off the floor, use the adjustable feet to make sure that all four legs are on

If water or chemicals get on the surface of the mirror, wipe off the water or chemicals 
immediately. Otherwise, the mirror may discolour or corrode.

First, wipe the wooden parts with a soft cloth dampened with room temperature or 
lukewarm water and wrung firmly. Then, wipe the wooden parts with a dry cloth to remove 
the moisture completely.
If water or chemicals get on the surfaces of the wooden parts, wipe off the water or 
chemicals immediately. Otherwise, the wooden parts may become stained.
Apply some beeswax to the wooden parts on a regular basis (about every six months). Put a 
small amount of beeswax on a sponge or rag and rub it into the wood surface to spread the 
wax. Repeat to cover the entire surface.
Regular waxing forms a protective film on the wood surface, reducing the likelihood of cracking.
Beeswax is available at furniture stores and home improvement stores. Regarding the handling 
of the beeswax you have purchased, follow the instructions of the manufacturer.
